Chapter 5:
Plant Gathering / Intellectual Property Rights

(a) Traditional plants may at any time be taken by any person from within the customary and traditional territory of the Sitka Tribe (Sheet’ka Kwaan) for personal use and under Title VIII of ANILCA, the Religious Freedom Act and other applicable federal laws. 
(b) The general membership of the Commission agree to:

1) Take no more than is needed for personal, spiritual/religious and customary and traditional purposes (trade and barter, potlatches, food, medicine, etc.); and

2) Gather in accordance with Kayaaní Commission traditional gathering guidelines and within the traditional seasonality and availability of all local plants; and

3) Respect plants and harvest them in a non-wasteful manner; and 

4) Respect Sitka Tribal citizens traditional plant knowledge as intellectual property and as such property, should not be for commercial gain without the approval of the Sitka Tribal Council; and 

5) Abide by applicable State and Federal laws, this Ordinance and other guidelines and regulations as adopted by the Sitka Tribal Kayaaní Commission.
